





What is Trivex?
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Trivex is a new material for glasses that is thinner and more scratch resistant than standard plas-
tic lenses. Trivex is a harder resin material that gives you sharper and clearer vision than polycar-
bonate lenses. The lens material is extremely resistant to breakage and therefore is ideal for some
of the new drill mounted type frames. Depending on your prescription and frame style, you now
have several great options from standard plastic, polycarbonate, Trivex or high index. If this sounds
confusing, don’t worry; our highly trained opticians will help you make the right decision.

Single-use microkeratome
safe, effective for thin-flap LASIK

“LASIK refractive sur-

gery continues to

evolve with better and

more reliable proce-
dures. One of the new developments is a single-
use microkeratome with disposable compo-
nents that is safe and effective for creating flaps
for LASIK,” states Stephen Turner, M.D. Turner
pioneered the Thin-Flap LASIK (TF-LASIK) pro-
cedure, which involves creating a thinner flap
than flaps traditionally produced in LASIK sur-
gery. The fentosecond laser has been receiving
more press coverage recently as an “all laser
treatment”. The fentosecond laser can be uti-
lized to create the corneal flap for the LASIK
procedure. Interestingly, a laser does not nec-
essarily mean a better result, but is just another
method to do a procedure. The fentosecond
laser does a good job with creating flaps, but
the healing process may be longer and can add
hundreds in cost.

A thinner flap may reduce the risk of dry eyes
after LASIK because there may be fewer nerves
compromised. It also may preserve greater
corneal strength, thereby reducing the risk of

corneal distortion or thinning after the proce-
dure.

Using a single-use microkeratome may lower
LASIK cost, as the equipment costs for these
mechanical instruments are significantly less
than costs associated with fentosecond lasers
which cost upwards of $150,000. Clinical stud-
ies have shown how safe and effective this sin-
gle use disposable microkeratome can be. Dr.
Turner said other larger studies have also
shown the microkeratome is capable of produc-
ing thin flaps with excellent reproducibility of flap
dimensions.

In addition, these studies have demonstrated
that thin flaps created with the microkeratome
are nearly planar (of equal thickness through-
out) and the underlying corneal bed after flap
creation with the microkeratome is smoother
than the underlying corneal bed after flap cre-
ation with a fentosecond laser.
